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Kabuki became popular from the Edo pericd to the Meiji period, based on figures and
events related to the Boso Peninsula. Subsequently, a large number of ukiyo-e works
were published. The exhibition consists of two parts. Part T features works themed on
Kirare Yosaburd, the main character of Yowanasake Ukina no Yokogushi, a kabuki play.
At the beginning of the story, Yosaburd falls in love at first sight with Otomi, the
subordinate wife of the local gang boss, at the beach in Kisarazu. The kabuki play was a
smash hit because of Yosaburd’s very masculine traits and the incredibly eventful story.

Part Il of the exhibition shows works themed on Togane Moemon and The Water
Margin of the Tempé Era. The character Tégane Moemon is said to have been inspired
by a wealthy merchant that ran sake and soy sauce brewing businesses in Togane. The
role has appeared in a number of kabuki plays since the middle of the Edo period. The
Water Margin of the Temp6 Era is based on the battle of the wayward, chivalrous people
along the lower Tone River at the end of the Edo period. They fought against hundreds
of government officers. Seiriki Tomigord killed himself following a siege. He is
remembered as a hero who rebelled against the government. Enjoy the stories of
outlaws who enthralled people through ukiyo-e.
