All-English Program

All-English (AE) Program is designed to offer students an international mindset and international
liberal arts to prepare them for carriers in international settings surrounding Japan. Many of the courses

listed in AE program are entirely taught in English.

This program consists of the three courses: "International Liberal Arts", "Pre-AE (English)", and "Pre-

AE (Japanese)".

International Liberal Arts (ILA) courses offer specialized subjects that span a variety of areas of study
and are taught entirely in English. Students can take courses in any field of study they wish to learn,
including business, communication, culture, tourism, to name a few, and can obtain credits from those
courses. Since classes are conducted in English, it is also a great place to interact with international
students from every corner of the world. Please refer to "3. Liberal Arts Courses" for details on courses

offered.

Pre-AE (English) courses is designed to prepare students for ILA courses and to strengthen and
maintain their English language skills. It lists a variety of Study Skills courses in English for various
purposes, including Academic Writing, Presentation, and so on, all of which help students to take
classes entirely in English. These Study Skills courses are not only ideal preparation for studying
abroad but are also useful for maintaining English proficiency after returning back to Japan. Please

refer to "4. Pre-AE (English) Courses" for details on courses offered.

Pre-AE (Japanese) courses are Japanese language courses mainly for international students to improve
their Japanese language skills. These extensive language classes are designed to help students to earn
credits for classes offered in Japanese. Please refer to "5. Pre-AE (Japanese) Courses" for details on

issues in the Japanese culture, media, and tourism industries.
