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I. What is the All English Program—Minor in International Liberal Arts?

Our All English Program (AEP)—Minor in International Liberal Arts—is designed to offer students an international mindset and
international liberal arts to prepare them for careers in international settings.

In AEP, students study specialized subjects entirely in English across a wide range of fields, including, but not limited to, business,
communications, cultures, tourism, and pharmaceutical sciences at the Chiba Togane Campus, where students from diverse backgrounds
meet and study together. As classes are conducted in English with students from every corner of the world, the program offers unique
opportunities not only for intercultural exchanges but also for preparing/maintaining English skills before/after studying abroad.

Students who have completed the required credits will be awarded the “Minor in International Liberal Arts” in addition to their major
degree.

JIU also grants students who complete the Minor an "Open Badge," an internationally recognized digital certificate which verifies their
knowledge and skills. This credential serves as proof that they have acquired knowledge in international liberal arts through studying a
wide range of specialized subjects in English. Students can take advantage of this Badge for job hunting, graduate school admissions, and
other future academic and/or professional careers.

Furthermore, JIU allows for Advanced Registration of Graduate-Level Coursework for third- and fourth-year students. They can—upon
the instructor's consent—take the All English Courses listed in the Graduate School of International Administration located at the Tokyo
Kioicho Campus.

Il. Who Can Register?

The AEP courses are open to all students from any faculty or department at the Chiba Togane Campus, regardless of whether they are
Japanese or international students. Please refer to “IV. How to Register?” below as well as the student handbook offered by the student's
faculty or department for the details on which courses may be taken as part of the Minor in International Liberal Arts and which may be
counted toward graduation credits.

Ill. Requirements for the Minor Degree

By earning 12 credits from six AEP courses listed in the following section “IV. How to Register?”, students may complete the Minor in
International Liberal Arts in addition to receiving their major degree.

Moreover, students who complete the Minor will be awarded an Open Badge, an internationally standardized digital certificate. For
further details about the Open Badge, please refer to “VI. About the Open Badge.”

IV. How to Register?

Students register the AEP courses following the same registration procedure as for the other classes. That is, students must complete their
course registration via the JIU Portal website during the designated registration period.

Table 1 lists the AEP courses currently being offered. Students should refer to the syllabus provided by the faculty or department offering
the AEP courses for more details and requirements for the credits.

“Faculty Offered” in Table 1 indicates which faculty or department offers the AEP course. Students may enroll in AEP courses offered
either by their own faculty or by other faculties.

Regardless of which faculty offers the AEP course, the credits earned will be recognized within the appropriate course group of the
student’s own faculty. For example, if a student in the Faculty of Tourism takes and earns credits for “Introduction to Microeconomics,”
offered by the Faculty of Management and Information Sciences, the credits will be counted as part of the “Core Foundation Courses”
within the student’s own faculty, that is, the Faculty of Tourism.

Students should note the following two things regarding AEP course registration:

a. Often, an AEP course is offered not only in English (as shown in Table 1), but also it may be offered in Japanese as well within a
faculty. That is, that faculty offers the same subject both in English and Japanese. In this case, students cannot earn credit for both the
AEP course and the Japanese course; rather students can register and earn credit for only one of them. Let us take the AEP course
“Introduction to Microeconomics” offered by the Faculty of Management and Information Sciences as an example. In this faculty,
there is an equivalent Japanese-taught course titled “ = 4 O #ZFZ M EHE (Fundamentals of Microeconomics)”. For this subject,
students can register and earn credit for only one of these two courses, i.e., the AEP course or the course taught in Japanese.

b. Depending on the faculty or department, some of the AEP courses listed in Table 1 may not be available for registration or for earning
credits. Please refer to the student handbook of your affiliated faculty or department to confirm which courses are eligible to take and
count toward the Minor in International Liberal Arts.

V. Advanced Registration of Graduate-Level Coursework

JIU allows for Advanced Registration of Graduate-Level Coursework for third- and fourth-year students—they can, upon an instructor's
consent—take the All English Courses listed in the Graduate School of International Administration (GSIA), located at the Tokyo Kioicho
Campus, and earn credits. The credits earned will not be counted toward undergraduate graduation requirements but will be granted after
the student who earned these credits enrolls in the graduate school.

Table 2 lists the All English Courses offered by the graduate school available for advanced registration. Please refer to the graduate school
syllabus for the course details.

Before applying for this advanced registration, students should consult with their undergraduate seminar advisor as well as the instructor
of the graduate AEP course they intend to take.

What is the GSIA?

The Graduate School of International Administration (GSIA) provides vibrant, internationally oriented curricula for nurturing
business and public administrators for a new era, aiming to provide systematic and comprehensive knowledge and a theoretical frame
of reference for business administration, as well as public administration and policy-making, in a global environment, and to produce
graduates with both a high level of specialized knowledge and practical skills.

GSIA offers a Minor in International Liberal Arts, a unique curriculum that includes four fields of study—Public Policy, International
Politics and Economics, International Business, and Tourism—along with an All English Course.

Through this program, students acquire broad international perspectives and advanced academic knowledge, and develop the practical
and professional expertise, as well as cross-cultural adaptability, required for highly specialized professions as business administrators
and public administrators. Graduates of the GSIA have gone on to excel in diverse fields, including careers at consulting firms,
advancement to doctoral programs, and even appointments as ambassadors extraordinary in Japan.

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VI. About the “Open Badge”

Students who complete the Minor in International Liberal Arts will also be awarded an Open Badge, an internationally standardized
digital certificate that verifies their knowledge and skills.

The Open Badge is a digital credential based on international technical standards that certifies acquired knowledge and skills, issued and
managed by the Open Badge Network. The network consists of 384 member organizations and offers more than 20,000 types of Open
Badges, with a total of 2.26 million badges issued to date. More than half of Japan’s national universities and many private universities are
also members of this network (as of January 31, 2026).

Each Badge securely contains embedded information (metadata), including the issuer, the recipient, and the specific knowledge and skills
certified. Because it utilizes blockchain technology, it cannot be altered or forged, unlike traditional paper-based certificates. As a highly
reliable credential, Open Badges are increasingly being adopted by universities and companies both in Japan and internationally.

Since they enable the visualization and verification of acquired competencies and knowledge, Open Badges can serve as proof that
students have gained international literacy through studying a wide range of specialized subjects in English. They may be displayed on
social networking services (SNS), email signatures, and digital résumés, and can be utilized for job applications or admission to graduate
schools.

VII. Registration for the Minor in International Liberal Arts and Issuance of the Certificate

In order to complete the Minor in International Liberal Arts, students must complete the registration procedure for this minor at the
Academic Affairs Office during the periods specified in Tables 3 and 4. In addition, by earning 12 credits from six courses offered in the
All English Program courses (AEP courses) described in “IV. How to Register?”, students will be eligible to receive a Certificate of the
Minor in International Liberal Arts, in addition to the degree awarded for their major in their home faculty.
